Be sure to spend a few minutes
in meditation and prayer at the
Tower of Remembrance.
Constructed of steel salvaged
from theruins of the World
Trade Center, the tower rises
35 ft. above the garden setting,
and the bells toll 46 minutes
after every hour from 8:46 am.
to 8:46 p.m., commemorating
those who died in the terrorist
attacks of September 11, 2001.
The names of the victims are
inscribed on brass plaques
mounted on the Jerusalem
stonewalls. The bellswere
brought from the former
Missionary Servants seminary
in Monroe, Virginia
